A Message from our Pastor... 
 
Greetings, 

This has been a difficult week or so in Southern 
Arizona as all eyes have turned our direction in 
the wake of the shooting rampage and tragedy in 
Tucson that included Congresswoman Gabrielle 
Giffords, her staff and others.  So often when 
tragedy hits we observe it from a distance and it 
is almost as if it didn't happen at all because we 
are wrapped in a cocoon so far away.  But this 
time it has happened in our back yard, it has 
touched a little too close to home and many are 
struggling with the aftermath and pain.   The 
source of our pain is that many of us knew some-
body that was injured or killed in the massacre, 
we have shopped at the Safeway on Ina and Ora-
cle, we have stood in a similar "Congress on your 
Corner" line and know how intimate and impor-
tant those events are to our community.    

When things get so close that they shake our little 
world, it is as if they come home and begin to 
dwell in ways that they might not have before.  It 
is in these cracks in our world that new perspec-
tives can be born and our awareness of our own 
fragileness in life is made clearer.  As difficult and 
distressing as times like this can be, I believe that 
it is in these times that new paths and new com-
mitments can be made.   Some have already said 
that their discourse with people with different 
perspectives has to change.  Others have said they 
want to be part of positive change and model in 
their lives the unity that  the wider Tuc-
son community has shown in the aftermath of 
this tragedy.  Still others are reaching out to fam-
ily and friends like never before.    

My hunch is that there have been difficult times 
in communities throughout time when people 
asked, "How will we move forward after 
this?"  The Apostle Paul had lots of destruction 
and difficulty happening around him and his 
community.   In the midst of that struggle he 
honed these powerful words, "If I speak in the 
tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I 
am a noisy gong, a clanging cymbal.  And if I have 
prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries 
and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, so as to

6th GUATEMALA IMMERSION PROGRAM                                               
          
 There are 22 that will participate in this 2 -week 
program in Antigua and surrounding areas in the 
highlands of Guatemala, April 2 -15. The language 
school is Probigua which also manages the youth 
educational scholarship program which The Good 
Shepherd has been generously supporting over 
the past 8 years. This yearôs check from The Good 
Shepherd comes from the annual church Mission 
Fair, the Spanish classes participants and individ-
ual contributions and will exceed $4,000, the 
largest to date. This amount will help fund some 
15-20 qualified young people whose families do 
not have the financial means to fund their con-
tinuing education.  
 
Those going on this trip will live and take meals 
in native homes, take individual Spanish classes 
with an instructor for four hours per day over 10 
days, attend various cultural and educational pro-
grams in the area, as well as a week-end trip to 
famous and beautiful Lake Atitlan and the world 
famous market in Chichicastenango. 
 
Eleven will be traveling to Guatemala the previ-
ous week to spend more time visiting Mayan 
pueblos around Lake Atitlan.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by 
moderator, Penny Pestle and opened with prayer 
by Randy Mayer.

The minutes of the November 23rd meeting were 
approved with one correction. Board Reports/
Worship should read "they are to be taken home 
following the December 26th second service".  
 
PASTOR'S REPORT -Randy commented that 
attendance for the Christmas Eve services was 
approximately seventy at the 5:00 pm service, 
one hundred seventy at the 7:00 pm music pro-
gram and one hundred thirty at the 8:00 P.M. 
service. There were twenty at the Blue Christmas 
service which definitely met a need.
